8) The main purpose of this delegation is to connect young adult Salvadorans and Salvadoran-Americans living in the US with El Salvador on both the personal and the political levels.  Upon your return to the US, what are some ways you would like to connect to CISPES work?
9) Do you have any concerns about the delegation?  If so, what concerns do you have?

10) The delegation itinerary is very full, in order to take full advantage of our time in El Salvador.  There will be some “down time” to rest, but generally we will be very busy, and there is very little personal time where one can be alone.  Guest-house rooms, though comfortable, are usually shared with at least two other people (sometimes more), we travel together as a group, and for security reasons no one goes out alone.  Please comment on ways that you would try to manage any stress or discomfort these conditions might cause you.
11) Because of our busy schedule and strict security guidelines, there will be only a few opportunities to visit with family members while in El Salvador.  How would you manage being so close to your family without being able to spend a lot of time with them during the delegation? (You are welcome to arrive early or stay after the delegation if you want to spend time with family.)
12) The costs of the trip can be high, ranging from $1,250 to $1,750.   Many CISPES delegates fundraise for the entire cost of their trip, and your local coordinator can help you meet your fundraising goals.  What ideas do you have for how to cover the cost of your trip?
