The Committee in Solidarity with the People of El Salvador (CISPES) has compiled an informational packet which includes statistical data on police conduct in El Salvador, in particular related to human rights violations which implicate El Salvador’s National Civil Police. This important information is for House Members to review data prior to voting on the Foreign Operations Appropriations Bill scheduled to happen in the coming months, as specially given the role of Congress in funding the International Law Enforcement Academy (ILEA) in El Salvador. 
This Packet includes:

· Investigation on Violent Homicide: Report by the Tutela Legal, the Human Rights Commission of the Archdiocese of San Salvador. –March 2007.
· The Human Rights Commission of the Archdiocese began investigation 233 homicide cases to determine the contributing factors of a 3928 homicide rate in the country during 2006. The investigation categorized each of the homicide cases by characteristics and type of crime along with groups or individuals associated with the homicidal rate. Among some these categories are homicides attributed to gang violence, police violence, and extrajudicial executions. The Human Rights Commission has also composed a statistical analysis based on their findings along with recommendation to alleviate the country from its violent trajectory.
